RE: Inspection Compliance Report form

Dear Installer:

Attached is a copy of the Department of Environmental Service’s new septic system installation Inspection Compliance Report form.

The DES will now permit septic system installers to correct deficiencies found by our inspectors as soon as practical, at the inspector’s discretion, and to permit installer use of this form when minor installation deficiencies are found.  This is an attempt to improve and make more efficient the septic system inspection process.  

Minor issues are listed on the enclosed Inspection Compliance Report form. 

Here’s how the new system will work:

a) If deficiencies are found, the inspector will leave an “Inspection” form in the D-box listing those found.  At the inspector’s discretion, if it is determined the issues in question are limited or minor; he/she will list them, and will also leave an Inspection Compliance Report form for completion by the installer.  This form will also be available on our web site at www.des.state.nh.us/ssb.

b) The installer is permitted to correct deficiencies as soon as practical, and will certify by signature and notarization the noted deficiencies have been corrected.  If the inspector allows the use of the Inspection Compliance Report form then installer can proceed and complete the septic system installation.  

c) Installer is required to immediately mail or deliver the original of the completed and notarized form to the appropriate DES regional office.

d) Upon receipt of the completed and notarized Inspection Compliance Report form, the Operation Approval will be issued.  IMPORTANT: Your notarized signature on the Inspection Compliance Report form is your statement indicating deficiencies have been corrected and that the septic system has been installed in strict accordance with the approved plans and specifications.

This new process should help to expedite the installation and inspection process.  This will result in saving both time and money for you, the customer, and DES by eliminating subsequent inspections.
