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Clean Water SRF ARRA Application Requirements and Forms

Please refer to the following guidelines for the concurrent, pre-construction completion of an SRF Loan Application, Environmental Review and Design Approval. Please note that authorization to bid and award construction contracts will also be coordinated through this office.

SRF Loan Application:
The ARRA loan application is available at the link below. The majority of the application is the same as the traditional SRF loan application, but there is some additional information required that is specific to the ARRA funds a DUNS number for the loanee, congressional district information and an estimate of the percentage of the project that creates green infrastructure or energy/water efficiency. Please send only complete applications. This includes documentation that the community has the authority to borrow the funds.

Environmental Review:

Construction projects utilizing federal funds must complete an environmental review prior to receiving the authorization to bid the project. DES coordinates the environmental review for SRF applicants by compiling information about the project and presenting it to state and federal agencies for review and comment. DES incorporates internal and interagency responses into an environmental impact determination to meet the federal requirements and make recommendations to minimize the environmental impact of proposed activities.

Based on the information provided by the applicant and other agencies, DES determines if the project is eligible for a Categorical Exclusion (CE) or a Finding of No Significant Impact (FNSI). If a FNSI is appropriate for your project, a thirty-day public comment period will be required prior to DES finalizing the determination and the project proceeding to construction bidding.

If your project includes construction activities, please provide us with information related to the project to assist us in moving your project forward. The following items are required in electronic format:

1. A topographic map indicating the project location, including an outline of the maximum possible area of extent of disturbance (include temporary impacts such as parking for construction vehicles); and

2. A completed version of the Environmental Review Template:

The environmental review procedures are in accordance with the Clean Water State Revolving Loan Fund administrative rules Env-Wq 500 (Section 509) under Water Quality/Quantity Rules: http://des.nh.gov/organization/commissioner/legal/rules/index.htm. To the extent possible, please provide your environmental review documents in electronic format.

Design Approval:

ARRA funded projects will require design review and approval previous to construction bidding; there are Buy American and Davis Bacon bidding requirements specific to ARRA funded projects in addition to the traditional SRF program specifications. The guidance materials for these items will be provided on this website as soon as they are made available to the state SRF programs.
